(English translation, for reference only) - Shri Surjewala said meeting of the
Congress General Secretaries, Treasurer and In-charges of AICC was held today
at AICC Hdgrs. For every congressman and citizen of this country, this year is
special from two perspectives. Firstly, the 75th birth anniversary of Bharat Ratna
Late Shri Rajiv Gandhi shall be commemorated on 20th August and secondly the
celebration for the 150th birth anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi will start from
the 2nd October this year itself. As such, this year is very important for
congressmen.

In this meeting, at the outset, obeisance was paid to our two departed leaders
Smt. Sheila Dikshit and Shri Jaipal Reddy. After that a decision was taken that on
20th August, the birth anniversary of Rajiv Gandhi Ji, a grand programme will be
organized at all State Hdqrs. including national capital Delhi. Who was Rajiv
Gandhi? He was not only a Prime Minister but Rajiv Gandhi Ji will go in the
annuls of history as a man who as the Prime Minister of this country bestowed
the right of being the part of the democracy to the crores of people of this country
through ‘Panchayati Raj’ Institutions, District Panchayats, Municipal
Committees, Municipal Councils and Municipal Corporations. He will be
remembered for giving constitutional status to Panchayats and Municipalities
through Constitutional Amendment. It was Rajiv Gandhi who protected and
preserved the unity, harmony and integrity of this country by dousing the fire of
terrorism in two North Eastern States of Assam and Mizoram and Northern State
of Punjab by signing Assam Accord, Mizoram Accord and Punjab Peace Accord.

Rajiv Gandhi explored new avenues for youthful energy and created fresh pace
and importance to bring forward youth leadership. Not only he reduced the
voting age from 21 to 18 years but also ensured that the youth of this country
gets a place of importance in the leadership. He gave a call to the youth of this
country to come forward to play a role of importance in nation building. Rajiv
Gandhi gave a vision of scientific tamper and modernity to this country by
bringing in Telecom Revolution, Mobile Revolution, Computer Revolution.
There was a time when the rulers of the day used to make fun of Rajiv Gandhi Ji
and his colleagues calling them Computer Boys but today the IT Revolution,
Software Revolution, Telecom Revolution has changed the landscape of this
country and he will be always remembered as the precursor of these revolutions.
How many remember today that it was Rajiv Gandhi Ji who gave the status of
business and profession to software and today this country is the software
superpower and when India is dreaming of becoming a super power in this 21st
century, the foundation for this dream was laid by Shri Rajiv Gandhi. This as the
real personality of Rajiv Gandhi Ji and therefore, Indian National Congress has
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taken a decision that this whole year the people of this country and the
congressmen will remember Rajiv Gandhi Ji for his modernity, scientific tamper,
modernization, youth leadership and empowerment of poor, backwards and
women.

To commemorate the spirit programmes will be organized at every State
Headquarter on 20th of this month in which party General Secretaries, party
In-charge, State leaders, PCC Presidents, leaders of opposition parties, MLAs will
be present and a grand programme will be organized on 21st on national level at
Delhi and after that a committee will be constituted under whose leadership
these programmes will be organized. The composition and outlines for the
constitution of this committee will be finalized in due course.

On Unnao rape case, Shri Surjewala said that BJP Government of Adityanath Ji
alias Ajay Singh Bisht has totally and utterly failed in giving adequate protection
to the Unnao rape victim. Adityanath Government has become notorious for
protecting the guilty and the criminal in last couple of years. The law and order
has got decimated in UP. UP has actually now become “Apraadh Pradesh” under
Adityanath Ji and BJP Government. We saw Unnao rape victim is not one
daughter of India and she is symbol of what is wrong with Adityanath and BJP
Government in Uttar Pradesh. First a gruesome crime like rape was committed
by those being protected by the highest echelons of powers in the BJP
Government of UP. Then, the rape victim lost her father who was killed in police
custody and the truth is yet to come out. Even the witnesses died mysteriously,
multiple threats were issued to her and her family for their complete elimination
and Adityanath Government kept quiet actually tacitly protecting the guilty.
Then the security granted to her suddenly evaporated in a mysterious fashion
and then a truck being driven on the wrong side with grease being put on the
front and back number plate so that numbers can’t be identified, went and
rammed into the vehicle in which she was travelling resulting into death of two
people and this daughter of India, daughter of Unnao and UP is still struggling
between life and death as her family sits outside.

May I ask, Is this justice? Is this not complicity of powers that are in Uttar
Pradesh at the highest level? Is Adityanath Ji not guilty himself by implication
for not being able to shield the daughter of Unnao. Can CBI now further punish
these people as the FIR has suggested. I do not know CBI already had this case
and was investigating it, yet it failed to repeated threats as also the accident
which is actually a conspiracy to eliminate her.



We sincerely hope that Chief Justice of India has finally taken note of the matter
and justice would be done so that another daughter plagued by criminals who
have state protection from the BJP Government of UP does not suffer in a similar
fashion.

We sincerely hope that justice is done today.

To another question on CWC meeting, Shri Surjewala said I can only say it to
you at this time that please wait for the Parliament session to be over and we
shall be able to inform you thereafter about the date of the Congress Working
Committee meeting.
